POLICE STATEMENT BY POLICE CHIEF KEITH BENDUL

“I will keep my comments as brief as possible.

“Thank you for your time and flexibility in allowing us to have this ceremony tonight.

“Fort Lee is fortunate to have a Mayor and Council that is committed to public safety.

“Tonight’s ceremony is occurring because of the vacancies created by the retirements of officers during the past year.

“It is with great pride that I serve our Community as Chief of Police.  The department’s transformation is continuing due to retirements and hiring replacement officers.  There is a high level of excitement and energy within the Police Department.

“Now more than ever police departments and communities must work together to preserve safety.  I would ask everyone to remember the personal risks EVERY officer takes when they put on their badge and the sacrifice our families make each day when we go to work to preserve our freedom and safety.  

“On behalf of the department members, I thank you for your support.

“I also need to thank my Command Staff:  Deputy Chief Ford, Captain Gallagher, Captain Zusi and Captain Kissane for their professionalism and dedication.

“Leaders cannot lead without officers.  Tonight the Governing Body again displays their commitment by hiring two new police officers.

“One of the most memorable events for a police officer is the day they get sworn in.  Tonight we are here to celebrate the hiring of two new officers.

“They have passed the State’s Civil Service Commission test and successfully completed an intense and extensive background investigation process.  The hiring process would not have been possible if not for the talent and efforts of the Background Investigation Unit:  Now, Captain Kissane and Sergeant Tilton, Detectives Traiger, Siracuse and Officer Brian Cullen.  I appreciate the professionalism displayed by current and previous investigators.

“We are confident in the abilities and character of the individuals who will 

take the oath of office tonight.  We believe that they will uphold the high standards of the Fort Lee Police Department.

 “They will attend the Police Academy for the next five months starting next Friday.

“I will introduce each new police officer by reading a short biography. At this time I would ask them and their family to come up before the Mayor and Council to be sworn in.”

Police Chief Keith Bendul read biography of Andrew L. Lakawicz and asked him to come before the Mayor and Council for his swearing in.

	Council President Kasofsky administered the oath of office and swore Andrew L. Lakawicz in as Police Officer.  Mr. Lakawicz’s parents Peter and Lauren along with his 7 month old daughter Emma held the bible; his wife Mrs. Keri Lakawicz pinned the badge.

Police Chief Keith Bendul read biography of Harold E. Campo and asked him to come before the Mayor and Council for his swearing in.

	Council President Kasofsky administered the oath of office and swore Harold E. Campo in as Police Officer.  Mr. Campos mother Liza along with his 10 month old son Ronin held the bible; his wife Mrs. Letisa Campo pinned the badge.
