	Mayor Sokolich:  “And just we have a few words -- I’d like to introduce, as you all of course know him, our Municipal Chair, Joseph Cervieri, has a few words and some presentations that he would like to make.
	Joseph, the floor is yours, sir.
	Councilman Cervieri:  Thank you.
	Once again I’d like to thank on behalf of the people of Fort Lee their -- I’d like to thank them for re-electing the great team that we have up here.
	We are fortunate that we have a very smart, dedicated, honest group of people who work tirelessly, always thinking about what’s best for the people of Fort Lee.
	I’m proud to serve on the Council; I am even prouder to be the representative of the Fort Lee Democrats here and we all serve for the benefit of the people, all the people.  Once we’re elected, we’re not D’s, we’re not R’s, we’re not I’s, we are your elected public servants working to make sure that your quality of life is better today than it was yesterday and looking forward to making it better even tomorrow.
	At this time I’d like to have Roberta Sohmer come up.  Because even though we may be working hard it’s those that are home supporting us that make it possible for us to dedicate the time --
	Mayor Sokolich:  Absolutely.
	Councilman Cervieri:  -- that we have to do a better job for Fort Lee.
	Roberta, thank you.
	(Applause.)
	Councilman Cervieri:  Mrs. Sokolich, please come up.
	On behalf of the Council, the Democratic Party, we’d like to thank you for donating so much of your husband’s time ‑‑
	Mayor Sokolich:  Um-hum.
	Councilman Cervieri:  -- to the people of Fort Lee.  We probably see him more than you do.
	Mayor Sokolich:  Yeah, that’s the truth, Joseph.
	Councilman Cervieri:  I could tell you though that Fort Lee is a distant second to Mark’s family, his wife, and -- and those around him.  
	Mayor Sokolich:  Thank you, Joe.
	Councilman Cervieri:  And we know that his heart’s always in the right place, always thinking about what’s best for the people, and also never puts his -- his family second.  And that’s a great person that we have a privilege to serve and to be our leader and he’s lucky to have you.
	Mrs. Sokolich:  Thank you so much.
	Councilman Cervieri:  Thank you.
	Mayor Sokolich:  Thank you, Joe.
	(Applause.)
	Councilman Cervieri:  I don’t have too many things to say except, honey, please come up.
	Thank you.
	Mayor Sokolich:  Same thing; thank her for the time.
	Councilman Cervieri:  I can’t begin to thank my wife enough for the time that she spends thinking about me, making sure that I make my meetings on time, making sure that I have a dinner -- 
	I don’t seem to miss too many of them.
	-- and just being there as a fully supportive spouse.  Great partner; couldn’t have asked for a better one.  
	This is the beginning of my seventh term; can’t believe it, 18 years have already gone by.  And, honey, we’ve got three more and who knows what’s beyond that.  But it’s just a small token.
	Mrs. Cervieri:  Thank you.  I love you.
	Councilman Cervieri:  Thank you, honey.
	(Applause.)
	Councilman Cervieri:  Just one more.  Harvey and I are gonna make this one to someone who it was an absolute pleasure to run a campaign with.
	Mayor Sokolich, would you please come forward?
	Mayor Sokolich:  Not a good gift-getter.
	Councilman Cervieri:  Well, you’re gonna have to open this one.
	Mayor Sokolich:  Okay.
	Councilman Cervieri:  Okay.
	Mayor, it’s -- it’s a -- it’s the beginning of a new chapter.  Everyday’s new -- a new and exciting day in Fort Lee.  We can’t think of a better person to have as our leader.  The ‑- you -- you work for the people of Fort Lee every single day; it’s always on your mind.
	I could tell you that this campaign, having you at the top of the -- of our ticket locally, made it very easy and we couldn’t --
	Mayor Sokolich:  Thank you.
	Councilman Cervieri:  -- have asked for a better running mate.
	And on behalf of Harvey and myself we wanted to give you something that we know that your wife will decide if it’s going to stand in the home or in your office but it’s at her discretion on where this might be displayed.

	Councilman Cervieri:  So, if you’d open this at this time, --
	Mayor Sokolich:  I have no idea what this is by the way.
	And why do I have a feeling it’s not on top of the fireplace --
	Well, all right, this is an inside joke that I got to kind of explain --
	When we -- when we were doing the campaigning and we were designing the signs and the billboards, as a joke I came up with a prototype or a sample and I put my name in like a hundred seventy font and I put Joe and Harvey like 2 font and you could barely read it.
	They took the opportunity of reversing the joke on me, so -- they actually spent the money to print this sign.  One of our lawn signs where they’re all in, I don’t know, 80 font and I’m like in 1 font.

	Mayor Sokolich:  Thank you very, very much.
	Councilman Cervieri:  Thank you, Mayor.
	Mayor Sokolich:  Thank you.”

MAYOR’S SPEECH

“Well, thank you, everybody.

	(Indiscernible, microphone distortion) -- the people’s work really begins.  I don’t mean to get too corny about it but it’s the truth.  And, you know, every year that I do this -- and it’s the 8th year --
	And I find that incomprehensible that I’ve been doing this for eight years.
	-- I always seem to, at the end, sneak in a thank you.  So this time I’m gonna sneak the thank you in the beginning.
	And Joe touched upon it before.  You know it’s a great commitment.  For me I view this as an incredible privilege being able to serve my hometown.  I’m born and raised here.  My life is here.  I’m raising my children here.  But there’s sacrifice involved.  You get a lot out of it.  You know, you get a lot more out of it than you actually put into it if you do it the right way.  But to do that you’re not home a lot and you know you miss a lot of dinners.
	I don’t want sympathy.  I’m just telling you what the reality of things are.  I can’t begin to tell you how many nights I walk home or I come home and it’s quarter to 11 and, you know, on the table is this cold beautiful plate two hours before of, you know, grilled chicken and broccoli rabe and a big salad and grilled asparagus.  And I come walking in with my tie loose with a pack of Twinkies in my hand.  I mean that’s just the way I am because I’m all over the place.  And my wife endures that and that’s not easy.  Come home in moods.  
	But, you know, they’ve tolerated it.  I’ve often said that if the election -- if the electorate were limited just to that house on Euclid Road where I live, if those are the only three votes that I can bargain for or seek, I probably -- (indiscernible, microphone distortion) -- in the election because I think they probably want me home more than here.
	But I could tell you once we are successful there are no three people more supportive; and number one on that list is my lovely bride, Denise, who without here I would never be able to do this.  She lets me do this.  She encourages me to do it.  She slows me down.  She helps me.  She inspires me.  My boys who I love -- love, love, love like there’s no tomorrow, they know when to leave the room when I’m in one of my moods.  They know when to come in the room when I’m in a better mood -- usually for cash.
	And so I’m gonna thank you in the beginning so I don’t just sneak it in the end.
	Thank you.  Without you I’m nothing.  And, really, we’re -- we’re a family and as -- as Joe said that’s -- that’s truly number one and I mean that.
	Fort Lee, we started this Administration, this group, eight years ago.  I can’t believe it.  Right?  We started eight years ago.  And eight years ago there were a lot of challenges in Fort Lee.  The economy was starting to turn around a little bit.  There were a lot of conditions and factors out there that were beyond anyone’s control.
	But when we started this Administration eight years ago there were quite a few challenges.  And we can list some of the accomplishments but the biggest accomplishment, the most important thing that’s happened in Fort Lee over the last years, in my opinion, is there’s been a change in attitude.  There’s been a change in sense of pride.  A change in sense of community.  
	You know people want to now have functions on -- on Halloweens or different holidays.  People want to get involved and have gatherings.  They want to get involved and volunteer.  And that’s critically important.  Because without pride in community it doesn’t matter how much money you throw at an event, it doesn’t matter how much effort we collectively put into it.  Once you start to love your community it, in my opinion, encourages that enthusiasm and with that enthusiasm comes a great community.
	You know over the past eight years Fort Lee now has been named one of the most progressive communities in the State of New Jersey.  There’s many, many accomplishments that we’ve achieved and we’re proud of them and there’s a lot of work involved in it.  We wouldn’t be able to do it if we weren’t a unified body, which I’ll get into in a minute.
	2015 Fort Lee saw stabilized tax; we actually saw a reduction in taxes, first time in 37 years.
	Redevelopment 5 is entering what I’ll call the third quarter.  The -- (indiscernible, microphone distortion) -- is complete.  Over 75 percent occupied.  And the retail section, what we call Redevelopment 5 West, we’ll start to introduce the retail store openings in the Spring.
	And with that the iPic movie theaters.  Eight separate theaters; so that Fort Lee, the first Hollywood, the history and birthplace of -- of the movie industry can now celebrate and brag about having an incredible set of theaters right in our own town.  Very, very excited about it.
	In 2015 we completed our new Main Street.  We always said that the personality of a town is generally dictated by the type of Main Street that it has.  We had a tired Main Street.  People would drive through and they’d leave here and say, wow that can’t be a great place.  Now they come here, they stop, they look and they say wow, Fort Lee is a pretty progressive place with a lot of great things that they’re doing.
	We introduced to the public a newsletter that we do roughly quarterly that explains what the process is about municipal government; where to go, what to do, what not to do, and provides information to the public.
	We introduced our new community garden we’re very excited about.  That we didn’t know if it was gonna be received very well.  And, Ila, you have a list that -- you know your problem is figuring out who’s gonna get it next year.  And it’s a lot of fun.
	In case you were concerned, 2016 is probably gonna be busier than 2015.
	Redevelopment 5 East will start the second tower; the second 50-story building.
	Equally important will be the continued design and the hopeful commencement of an incredible state-of-the-art community playhouse and theater, solely and exclusively owned, run and operated by the Borough of Fort Lee.  Because that truly celebrates our history as the birthplace of the motion picture industry.
	We are so very excited about that and we’re hoping that that’s going to start to be constructed concurrent with the construction of the second building.
	Redevelopment 5 West, some call it Hudson Light, will also open in 2016.  That was -- for 45 years we looked at blighted property, 16 acres; it’s now going to turn into a beautiful retail facility with over a hundred thousand square feet of retail, multiple restaurants.  There’s a wonderful Italian restaurant that’s going to be attached to the theaters.  This is all new ground for us and we’re very, very, very excited about it.
	2016’s gonna see the start of a new parking deck, which is gonna cure our parking problems.  Cure the parking problems of our businesses, of the patrons, of our commuters, and of our residents and will serve the entire Borough.
	We’re gonna continue to lobby during 2016 the United States Postal Service and ask them to please give up their building on Main Street, which is not ADA compliant, which is a complete eyesore, which is in a state of disrepair and move into our new parking deck a hundred and fifty feet behind it.  
	And then we’re gonna convince the postal service to get us that property so that we can turn it into a passive park.
	So, imagine, a brand new Main Street, a brand new parking facility with limited retail, a brand new post office with state-of-the-art services and a full passport center, and a pass-- and a passive park square in the middle of Main Street.
	Our environmental initiatives continue to thrive.  We reached bronze status in Sustainable New Jersey; we’re now striving to reach silver status and we’re working every day on that. 
	We’re upgrading Borough Hall and our public facilities to make sure that we can better serve the public.
	The implementation of our new adaptive traffic signalization system will also become a reality in 2016.  That’s a condition that was imposed upon the redevelopers during the Planning Board stage and we’re hopeful that that’s gonna happen in ’16.
	The moneys have been set aside.  The contractors have been selected.  We’re now in the process of picking a start date.
	These traffic lights talk to each other so that when we’re in rush hour and we’re at a traffic light and there are no cars queuing or looking to cross, these lights will allow you to continue, as opposed to stopping for no reason.  If an intersection gets overwhelmed you’re automatically directed to another intersection.
 	2016 will introduce three new public parks to the Borough of Fort Lee.  Three.  And that’s saying something.  Because if during the course of an eight year term, as Mayor and as Council if we were able to introduce one, that’s an accomplishment; ’16 we’ll see three.
	The one on the corner of Lemoine and Main, which is almost completed, it’s an incredible park -- I sneak on there almost every day I’m so excited about it.  Number one.
	Number two, there will be a two-acre park that’s going to be dedicated back to Fort Lee in between the buildings on Redevelopment 5 East.  And a lot of folks forget about that.  It’s a two-acre park which is going to be used and basically deeded to Fort Lee for our use.
	And number three, thanks to one of Fort Lee’s more giving families, there’s a parcel of property on the south end of town that during the course of 2016 will also become public property where we’re hoping to build our second public garden, which we’re also very, very excited about.
	We’ll continue to upgrade our infrastructure, as well as Borough Hall.
	We’ve introduced an AM radio station during 2015.  For those of you that don’t know, we always said after Sandy that we needed to make sure that Fort Lee was the safest place in the universe and we’re striving to do that.  
We now have AM 1630, which is a dedicated radio band solely and exclusively for the use of Fort Lee residents.
	You know during Sandy I would -- I would participate in these conference calls with Trenton and they were talking about all the problems that the shore had.  And I get it, they had the problems.  But I needed to focus on Fort Lee.  This will now focus solely and exclusively on our needs; Abbott Boulevard is closed, Main Street will reopen, this area lost power, this area we’ll restore power in a few -- in a few hours, what have you.  But it focuses solely on Fort Lee and we’re very, very proud of it.
	It’s not just the mundane politics that we do up here.  It’s important that we make excuses for people to get together in Fort Lee.  Therefore, our holiday tree lighting, which saw almost 4,000 people this year.  When we started it eight years ago it was me, them, a few friends and this Charlie Brown looking Christmas tree.  We now have 4,000 people and a 32-foot holiday tree, fireworks, ornaments and it’s a lot of fun for the town.
	We’re going to improve our ice skating rink as soon as the weather consistently stays below freezing if that ever happens.  
	From Tour to Fort Lee to the Diabetes Run, from Movies Under the Stars to Concerts at the Community Center, from an incredible Halloween party to the dog park which was introduced this year to hundreds of folks, to the B-- to BDA’s Halloween Bash on Main Street, there is always something to do in Fort Lee.  And never ever before did Fort Lee ever have more reasons to get together.  And that’s critically important because that’s what promotes the enthusiasm that I spoke about earlier.
	I’m often heard to say that if you look hard enough there’s something to do in Fort Lee from the moment you wake up to the moment that you go -- go to bed.  
	Rest assured Fort Lee is about to, if it hasn’t already, regained itself as one of the most respected, one of the most progressive, and one of the best communities in Northern New Jersey.  We’ve been awarded by independent agencies and groups awards for -- amongst the safest communities in the State of New Jersey, one of the best communities to retire to in the country.
	Not in Jersey  .  Not in North Jersey.  In the country.
	And one of the -- we’ve been named one of the best communities in New Jersey for young professionals to settle in and to live and raise their families.
	I’ve also been heard to say that one of the most important functions we do here in the government is to make sure that we continue to promote our public schools.  And we know the way it works in New Jersey; there is a clear line of demarcation between what we do and what the school board does.  But in my mind there has to be an inextricable relationship for the two agencies to be together in order for both to succeed.  
	When I first started this job the answer to the question what’s the criteria for where -- you know, the most important criteria for an investment in property or to buy your house it was always location, location, location.  In my mind that’s changed.  It’s now public school, public school, public school.
	So I’m proud to have put my face on the bond initiative, which has now provided the school with the ability to construct new schools, revamp our existing schools and turn our public school system into what was otherwise topnotch.  
	We all took a little bit of a political risk but it was well worth it because we knew that the investment was critically important to the betterment of our town.
	We’re proud of the school board.  We have a school board that’s now unified behind the leadership of Superintendent Kenneth Rota and we are expecting great things and we are looking forward to cooperate in any way that we possibly can.
	In 2016 we’ll continue to remain financially and fiscally conservative.  We’ll continue to strive for tax stabilization.  We will continue to implement our bond debt reduction initiatives.
	When we started with this group about eight years ago bond debt was over almost a -- (indiscernible, microphone distortion) -- dollars in Fort Lee.  Right now that balance is in the mid-fifties, which is a heck of an accomplishment over a short period of time.  And, of course, smart growth will also be critical here in the Borough. 
	We can’t emerge in Fort Lee as one of the best towns in Northern New Jersey if we don’t have the emergency service agencies to back it up.  We’re the host community to the busiest bridge in the world.  With that comes great success, comes great opportunity, but also exposes us to pretty, pretty bad things.  
	So without an incredible police department, without a phenomenal volunteer fire department, without an ambulance corps second to none, and without a great OEM, Fort Lee can’t possibly, possibly achieve what we are about to achieve and that’s one of the best communities in the State of New Jersey.
	So I’m thankful to Chief -- Chief Bendul and Deputy Chief Tim Ford of our Police Department.
	I’m thankful to Chris Ipek, the officers and all the volunteers in the Fire Department and incoming Chief Gary Krautmann and the incoming officers, many of whom are here tonight.   
	And to the Fort Lee Ambulance Corps, we’re thankful to Chief Cathy Umrichin -- was the Chief over 2015 -- and Deputy Chief Danny DiMatteo, who do the switch for 2016.  Danny is now the Chief; Cathy is now the Deputy Chief.
	And, of course, Cathy Umrichin as the Chief of our OEM.  
	Thank you.  It’s critically important that you do what you do.
	Our recipe for success is no secret.  It’s because we are a unified body.  Chairman Cervieri spoke of that a few minutes ago.  If two folks had one way to go, two folks had another, and yet two had a third way to go, we would not have accomplished anything here.  This is a group whose only motivating force is to make the decisions that are best for our community.  
	I am proud to serve and I have to give the biggest thanks of all to Councilman Joseph Cervieri, Armand Pohan, Michael Sargenti, Ila Kasofsky, Peter Suh, Harvey Sohmer.
	We are together constantly, we meet constantly, we sometimes walk in with completely different views and somehow someway, more times than not, we end up with a unified solution.  And in unity is strength and as a consequence that’s why we’re able to brag and we’re able to reach the threshold accomplishments that we’ve reached.
	We are forever grateful to our Borough Administrator.  Al is relative new to Fort Lee.
	Two years now, Al?  Year and a half?  Somewhere around there?
	I think that -- without reservation, I think I speak for everyone, we are immensely, immensely satisfied and forever pleased with what it is that you have done in such a short period of time.  You have become a part of the fabric of our community.
	I’ve also said a Borough Administrator is effectively your implementer.  Without a good one you could have all the ideas in the world but they’re not gonna go anywhere.  And Al fulfills all of our requests and, Al, thank you sir.
	(Applause.)
	Mayor Sokolich:  Almost -- almost done for those of you timing me.
	I also need a shout-out for my staff.  Maryanne Leodori is present.  Maryanne, thank you so much, honey, for what -- enjoying what you do.
	(Applause.)
	Mayor Sokolich:  And you know it’s funny because my assistant at my law office, Juliana (phonetic), is also next to Maryanne, which prompts me to repeat what my wife says to me after I’m in a bad mood and I’m home.  She goes, how in God’s name does Maryanne and Juliana endure you?  
	I don’t know, honey, ask them, they’re back there.  But they do.
	And also thanks to Fran Weissman who also is a part of ‑- part of our team in -- in the administration office.
	Thank you to all employees in Fort Lee.  I’m not gonna name them all.  We continue to ask you to do more with less and you continue to perform, making Fort Lee the best place possible.
	Thank you to everybody that volunteers in this town.  Youth sports is critical; it’s thriving in Fort Lee.  We have new fields ‘cause we’re committed to it.  Volunteerism is incredible.  And with that enthusiasm I spoke of in the beginning, volunteers are now coming.  We’re having fun.  We’re doing the people’s work.  And we have organizations that are completely thriving here in the Borough.
	From our Planning Board to our Zoning Board, from Library to Environmental Commission, from our BDA to our Sign and Façade Committee, from the Historic Commission to the Film Commission, from the Parking Authority to the Health Department to the Housing Authority, we thank all of our volunteers, we thank everybody that serves on these boards.  You do it without pay, you do it without credit or notoriety, you do it to make Fort Lee better.  Our volunteers, our employees, thank you very much -- (indiscernible, microphone distortion).
	(Applause.)
	Mayor Sokolich:  I would be remiss if I wouldn’t just spend a little time on, once again, remembering a resident and one of our leaders that passed away in the last quarter of 2015, Kay Nest.  
	Kay passed away sometime about a month and a half ago at this point.  And Kay was a leader.  She was our Chairwoman for many, many years.  She was a person that volunteered and did as much as she could possibly do in Fort Lee.  She was always supportive.  She’s the reason why a lot of us actually got involved in politics and are sitting up here.
	And I think it’s important that we remind ourselves that without her there’s a lot of things that probably wouldn’t have happened.  But importantly, it’s important to realize that Kay’s gonna have an impact on all of us and a lot of the things in Fort Lee for many years to come.
	So during the course of 2016 we’re going to look forward to the renaming ceremony of our senior center to the -- I guess it’s going to be the Richard and Kay Nest Senior Activity Center, which we’re looking forward to.
	Lastly, thank you to the residents.  Thank you to my friends and my family that came here tonight.  Thank you so much.  Without you I’m nothing.  Thank you to the Council for being able to express a vision and being able to implement it.  You’re allowing me to fulfill a dream.  
	These guys are still timing me.
	What’d I do, Peter, 16 minutes, 45 seconds?
	A VOICE:  I don’t know.
	A VOICE:  Close.
	A VOICE:  I win.
	Mayor Sokolich:  Close?
	A VOICE:  Sixteen forty--
	Mayor Sokolich:  You’re more than willing to jump here and give this a shot one day.  But all right.  I -- I guess maybe.
	Guys, thank you very much.  God bless all of you.  God bless Fort Lee.  Thank you for coming.
	(Applause.)”

	At this point in the meeting Mayor Sokolich requested a brief recess.

I didn’t identify myself as Councilman Cervieri; I was just the citizen who needed -- who had an intrusion alarm go off at 1-- at 1:15.  At 1:18 they were at the door.
Chief, you have a fabulous staff.  You have great people that -- that you -- that you lead and I know that we have more coming down the pike very soon because we have a new Academy coming up.
One of the -- one of the highlights of this past year, and there are many, but one that wasn’t mentioned before and that I’m particularly happy about, is that on -- in May of this year I had -- I had the privilege to be at an -- a groundbreaking ceremony for a -- a small project of ten beds for special needs housing.  That’s on Inwood Terrace.
A VOICE:  Right.”
Councilman Cervieri – “That is now coming out of the ground.  That’s one of two projects that are coming to Fort Lee.  That will take care of something that we drastically, desperately need and it’s been addressed.  
And not only that but affordable housing is something that we’re -- we’re always on top of and we’re trying to make sure that -- that people can afford -- who work here can afford to live here.  You know, police officers, the fire -- fire department, who are all volunteers, that they can afford to volunteer their time and not have to work a second or third job and also cover all of us for our -- for our life safety.
I’d like to thank all those volunteers.  I’d like to thank those people who’ve agreed to serve on these boards and committees.  They do that with no salary.  They’re actually giving to the community.  And I really mean and I thank you and pray that you keep doing what you’re doing.
And -- and also in my prayers, in my thoughts are -- are both Kay Nest and her husband Dick who were instrumental in getting me involved, as a Fort Lee kid growing up here to give back to the community.  And I’m thankful that I’m able to that and thankful that my colleagues here all do the same.
And I’d like to thank our Borough Administrator, our Borough Clerk, and the Clerk’s office because, once again, they make us a look good.
I wish you all a happy, healthy, safe 2016 and beyond.
And with that, Mayor, thank you very much.

FIBRODYSPLASIA OSSIFICANS PROGRESSIVE AWARENESS

Mayor Sokolich read the following Resolution:

     "WHEREAS, Fibrodysplasia Ossificans Progressive is a rare genetic incurable condition in which the body makes additional bone where bone should not form, such as within muscle, tendons, ligaments and other connective tissues, with symptoms of FOP including excruciating pain and distortion of the existing skeletal frame; and

  WHEREAS, a gene has been identified after 15 years of hard research by the University of Pennsylvania, the only known research facility currently investigating a cure for this condition; and

     WHEREAS, discoveries made in the FOP lab by scientists and researchers may aid in the treatment or cure for other genetic diseases such as osteoporosis, arthritis and spinal cord injuries; and

     WHEREAS, the symptoms of FOP usually begin in the first or second decade of life, with the majority of patients diagnosed by age 10, depriving children of normal development.  One in every seven Americans suffers from musculoskeletal impairment causing physical disability and severe long-term pain.  FOP affects approximately 2,500 people worldwide; and

     WHEREAS, one of Fort Lee’s own residents Sophia Forshtay was diagnosed with FOP at the age of 14 months,  and  is currently a student at Bergen Community College. 

     WHEREAS, Gary W. Whyte of Mountainside, New Jersey and his family have made it their mission to raise awareness of this debilitating disease by asking Mayors of all 565 New Jersey municipalities and all 21 New Jersey Counties to pass a proclamation or resolution urging FOP awareness.  These will be placed in a FOP Awareness Campaign Book to be hopefully one day on display in Washington D.C. on behalf and in support of the children/young adults in the State of New Jersey afflicted with FOP and equally show concern for all other children afflicted with FOP.

     NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Fort Lee express their support for the FOP Awareness Campaign, and commends Gary W. Whyte and his family for their dedication in making other aware of this affliction and for their work and support for the benefit of FOP research.

Mayor Sokolich: "I think Mr. Whyte and his family and Sophia deserve a resounding, resounding applause from the Borough. [Applause.] Thank you for doing what you do and please if you would come forward and say a few words. Welcome Mr. Whyte. Please. It is an honor to have you."

Gary Whyte: "This is one of two books that we accumulated since 2002. Like the Mayor said at the time we wrote to 566 names because that's what New Jersey had at the time back in 2002. This is one of two books; the other book is from Ocean County down to Warren and this is Atlantic County to Monmouth. Out of the 566 Mayors that we wrote telling them about FOP and asked them to support awareness of the disease and research into the disease, we have a proclamation right now from 456 Mayors. 456 out of 566. [Applause.] In May of last year, the New Jersey Historical Society picked up on this and has asked us to donate the two books into their archives, when we're finished. We still have 110 Mayors to go or Municipalities to go. In Bergen County, there are 70 Municipalities, we have 57. We're looking for 13 more."

Mayor Sokolich: "Anybody we need to beat up on, Mr. Whyte?"  

Gary Whyte: "I have a list in case you asked. My mother always told me to be prepared. That's why … I think that's it, sir."

Banter back and forth between Mr. Whyte and Mayor Sokolich.

Gary Whyte: "There was legislator from here, when she was an assemblywoman, and I think you all know her, Loretta Weinberg. She wrote a letter to all the people, all the Mayors in her District 37 and I'm trying to get her to do the same thing now because I think there's three left, maybe a little bit more. But anyway, I want to thank you.  It's been a very, very debilitating disease as you can see. My friend's daughter had it. And so we've been traveling throughout the state, I mean throughout the state, and it's taken 16 years just to do what we've done already spreading awareness in the various municipalities and Fort Lee is no stranger to our proclamation. They did one May 8th of 2003 when Mayor Jack Alter was presiding, and your proclamation or resolution will go in the book next to the one we have already. And if we can finish this by 2016, when it's over, they'll go into the Historical Society. I want to thank you on behalf of Connie and David, Sophia's parents and Sophia. Thank you for all the support you've given her throughout the years."

Mayor Sokolich clearly explained that this is an economic tool known as a PILOT which is a financial agreement that allows us to negotiate the taxes for the property. He stated we were able to avoid that with the first Modern and PILOTs are the most effective tool for government to build on a blighted piece of property. He explained that these are very common tools. He further stated that banks do not want to lend money to build large complexes and then have overreaching governments tax the property so high that the owners are unable to repay the loan. He stated that for the first three years, the second Modern will pay property tax on land only and that 45% of that money will go to the Board of Education and there will be no additional children to attend school during that period. If the building turns into a condominium, the PILOT is terminated. He reiterated that the governing body is very supportive of the Board of Education and that the education of the Borough's children is paramount to everyone.

There being no further public discussion, the public hearing was closed on motion by Councilman Pohan, seconded by Councilwoman Kasofsky.

On motion by Councilman Pohan, seconded by Councilwoman Kasofsky, the Ordinance was adopted on the following roll call:

Councilman Pohan: Stated that in 2011, Tucker wanted a PILOT and Revenue Improvement Bonds, which the Borough would not agree to do. He stated that since that time, the construction costs were increasing at a faster rate than the rent rolls, that The Modern is renting at a good clip but the rents are not at the same level as their projected rent rates and they are being assessed at the bricks and mortar level rather than at the rent roll level. He stated that circumstances have changed and this is a judgment call and he believes they will wind up as condos and we will all wind up better. He stated that 60% of the project has broken ground and is being taxed under the conventional rate and if we need the PILOT to have the other 40% get us to the finish line, then we should do it.

Councilman Sohmer: Stated that he believes this is a win for Fort Lee and every taxpayer.

COP CARD AWARD CEREMONY

" Thank you, Mayor. Good Evening, Mayor Sokolich, Council Members, Borough Administrator Restaino.

Thank you for allowing us to have this ceremony tonight.

We are extremely proud to announce that the 2015 Fort Lee Police Cop Card Program was a resounding success through the efforts of our private partner, Randy Ketive of Sotheby’s Prominent Properties, and the Fort Lee School District Superintendent Kenneth Rota. Police Officer Anthony Kim was the Program Coordinator and retired Sergeant John Ford was our Program Photographer.  

The program provided over 1,500 students, between the 2nd and 6th grades at our public and private schools, an opportunity to have a positive and engaging experience with the police officers from our department.  It was a chance to learn about the dedicated officers who serve our community around the clock.  This community policing program was aimed at breaking down any barriers that may exist between our youth and law enforcement.  This initiative provided an opportunity for children to engage our officers about their varying experiences, safety and security education, and an overall awareness of the specialized services our police department provides to the community.

Each officer wrote a brief biography and a safety message for their “baseball” card.  They had the choice of using their formal department portrait or a picture of them at work.  Officers are very proud of their units and the functions they provide.  These photographs included K9, Emergency Services Unit, Honor Guard, Motorcycles, Detective Bureau, and Uniformed Patrol. 

Each officer handed out their card when a child introduced themselves and requested a card.

A complete set consisted of 96 cards including 4 bonus cards honoring Police Officer Billy Birch, Police Officer Kevin Greener, the K9 Honor Roll, and the Police Memorial which remembers each officer that retired from the department.

The lobby of HQ was packed with children most mornings, afternoons and some late nights.  I think some officers got mugged by kids as they were trying to cross the lobby.

There will certainly be inconvenience involved with this initiative. There's no question about it. I'm not trying to sound insensitive, I'm just trying to sound realistic. We always knew that this was going to be a pretty significant inconvenience to those folks that relied on the lot. We're fortunate, thus far, because we've all been working diligently to make alternate parking arrangements. We're in the process of finalizing with the Palisades Interstate Park. We're in the process of finalizing with other local businesses, Fort Lee High School parking lot, so forth and so on. They'll be shuttle services provided and of course there will be tremendous detail and instruction to follow. But I just wanted to alert the Borough that that will be commencing in early to mid summer. We're all excited about that. Relative to that, the town had made no secret about this because I did not want to spring any surprises on anyone, we have all been very, very, collectively, we've been working very hard to convince the United States Postal Service to go into the ground floor of this parking deck. We're designing it to accept the United States Postal Service and to provide to the Borough of Fort Lee, a state-of-the-art, full service Post Office. Something that we don't have now. We have one that's old; it's virtually obsolete; it's not handicap accessible. I mean shame on us for that not being provided, especially with the progress Fort Lee's made over the last eight years. I am very pleased to report that we are as close as we've ever been to having the Postal Service agree to relocate the current Post Office on Main Street into the ground floor of the parking deck. I'm talking it will be 100, 200 feet behind the existing Post Office and a new facility with direct parking access in front of it. Hopefully about 4,500 square feet; it will also serve as a Passport center. It will be a full-service Post Office, and we're just waiting for final approvals. The town may rest assured, I've called anyone and everyone that I've had to call. I made more calls on this over the course of the last week than I did in the first week in September three years ago. For those of you that are keeping track of things. And I'm hopeful and I have guarded confidence that we're going to be able to pull this off. So to the representatives that happen to listen to our broadcast, thank you very much for your support. But you're going to hear from me every day until we have it in writing, so stay tuned. And just one quick shout out, I don't do this often, I just wanted to extend, on behalf of the entire Borough of Fort Lee, my condolences to the family of Sal Luppino, who passed away yesterday after a very long and hard-fought fight. Sal was an officer in our Saint Rocco's Society, very involved in town, a tremendous volunteer, one of Fort Lee's great personalities and very, very sad."

	WHEREAS, the Borough and PVSC have discussed and agreed upon a shared services arrangement for the collective use of the services of the engineer retained by PVSC to assist in the development of a Long-Term Control Plan through the provision of services related to water quality monitoring and modeling requirements; and

	WHEREAS,	the entry into a share services agreement for the services of PVSC’s engineer to assist in the development of a Long-Term Control Plan through the provision of services related to water quality monitoring and modeling requirement on behalf of the Borough is necessary to address the needs of the Borough to satisfy its obligation pursuant to its NJPDES and Combined Sewer Overflow Permit; and

MAYOR’S STATEMENT

          Let the minutes reflect that adequate notice of this meeting has been provided in the following manner:

1.  On January 7, 2016, this body by resolution adopted a schedule of regular meetings.  The time, date and location of this meeting was accurately set forth therein.

2.  On January 8, 2016 a copy of said schedule was mailed to THE RECORD and The JERSEY JOURNAL and posted on the bulletin board Borough Hall, 309 Main Street, Fort Lee, NJ and filed with the Borough Clerk.  Said notice was also posted to the Borough website on January12, 2016 and was also e-mailed to THE RECORD AND JERSEY JOURNAL on January 14, 2016.


 
MAYOR’S REPORT AND ANNOUNCEMENTS

"As far as the first phase of the western portion, that would be what we call the Tucker Development site, in particular on the corner of Main Street and Lemoine, the one acre park that was negotiated for in the Redevelopment Agreement, is 95% complete. There's fence around it now, there are final checks, and an inspection is scheduled for a week or two. We're hopeful that that's going to be open to the public within the next 30 days. Very excited about it. It came out beautiful. That park is going to become a very significant part of the day-to-day lives here in Fort Lee because of its, one, its proximity to our business district. It's in the heart of our business district that's dealt with on a daily basis by our BDA, which is a very, very dedicated group of individuals, who devote their time and efforts to promoting and marketing the businesses within their territorial boundaries. The heart of that territory, which is Main Street and portions of Lemoine and, of course Redevelopment 5, is that park. There'll be bands there on a regular basis; there'll be activities there on a regular basis; and there's going to be a new buzz, a new hustle here in the Borough of Fort Lee that we're going to promote businesses, increase the quality of our lives, and just add some much needed activity to the day-to-day operation here in the Borough. So we're very, very excited about it and the focal point of that is that park.  

I wanted to provide the public also with an update as to our efforts with regard to the construction of a new Post Office. It's not easy dealing with the Postal Service, I will tell you. That's not to disparage. I'm just telling you it's not as quick as I would like it to go. The ball is in our court; we're in the process of reviewing some concept drawings that we're going to present to government and thereafter to the Post Office. And the game plan, as I've explained to everyone repeatedly, is to have the Post Office, which is now not handicap accessible, in a building in a state of disrepair, which really isn't an efficient building. There's limited square footage for our public to use; our seniors can barely make it up those stairs, in fact sometimes they ask other folks to buy their stamps and mail their letters. We're hopeful that a new state-of-the-art Post Office will be constructed on the ground level, right in front of the new parking deck that will soon commence construction in our municipal parking lot. In exchange for Fort Lee constructing that Post Office, the ask is that that property be deeded back or deeded to Fort Lee and it become a passive park right in the middle of Main Street, and hopefully a little bit devoted to a pocket parking lot for the businesses on Main Street. So it's a lot of work, a lot of time, a lot of effort, however, if you know me for 30 seconds, you'll know that I'm persistent, and we're going to continue to work towards that goal. The beauty of that is I have the full support of the governing body, which makes it that much easier and it's great to be on the same page as we are with all major issues here in the Borough of Fort Lee. So I thank the governing body in that regard. 

This is Little League season, this is girls softball season, and it's also softball season here in Fort Lee, soccer season in Fort Lee, and we have one of our administrators here, so I just want everybody to just drive carefully. If you ever get the chance, go and see one of these games, whether it's girls softball, American League, National League, Little League or Fort Lee Soccer League, you're going to see some great volunteers in action and you're also going to see our youth doing what they're supposed to be doing, which is devoting their energies towards a worthy cause. Sportsmanship, athleticism, it's great. Youth sports in Fort Lee has always, always flourished. I don't think it's ever flourished more than it is now. We have some opening days, I believe on Saturday, guys, if I'm not mistaken, which are always highlights to my year and I know that Peter and Harvey and the rest of the Council feel the same way. And that's really it for the moment.

We're also in the final design phases of the new parking deck, which is going to be constructed where our existing municipal parking lot is now. Fort Lee is in great need for additional parking - not only for our own businesses, but our own residents and commuters alike. And we are in the process of working through that. So there are a  lot of things that are still going on in Fort Lee: Redevelopment 5 is going into its next phase, the parking deck, the Post Office, the opening of new parks, and things just continue to roll along. I'm grateful for the support of the public and also the governing body."

     	WHEREAS, on August 31, 1976, Kim Montelaro, a resident of New Milford, Bergen County, then 20 years old, was forcibly abducted, brutally assaulted and murdered by repeat offender, Christopher Righetti; and

	WHEREAS, Christopher Righetti, Prisoner #59431, is currently incarcerated for the killing of Kim Montelaro; and

	WHEREAS, Christopher Righetti has gone many times before the Parole Board of Northern State Prison.  His release was denied each time, as the parole board found that Christopher Righetti was unwilling to take responsibility for abducting, assaulting and murdering Kim Montelaro; and

	WHEREAS, Christopher Righetti has never shown any remorse for the crime and has made no substantial progress in addressing the issues that led him to murder Kim Montelaro and has demonstrated a substantial risk for recidivism; and

	WHEREAS, Kim’s family should not be made to relive this horrible crime every few years when there is a parole hearing.  They are forced to travel long distances from their current residence in Florida each time there is a parole hearing for their daughter’s killer.  They continue to suffer unnecessarily on Christopher Righetti’s account; and

	WHEREAS, in addition to the efforts of the Montelaro family, the Borough of Fort Lee hereby supports the position that Christopher Righetti should not be granted parole and should serve out the full remainder of his life sentence.  If a future eligibility date is set, we urge the Board to select a date at least 35 years from now.  The abduction, rape and murder of an innocent young woman is a serious crime that demands justice; and the family of Kim Montelaro should be given the peace of mind of knowing that their daughter’s murderer will remain behind bars for the rest of his life, as ordered by the court.

We're waiting, the next step is to enter into a memorandum of understanding, which summarizes the terms of the transaction. And we're hopeful that after that we can start to move on it. But again, the devil is in the details; we still need to get through that step. But we've done and we've accomplished a very large step in getting there by getting them to conceptually agree to our proposal. And for those of you that don't know, that proposal is for the existing Post Office to move into the front of the parking facility, which will be constructed in the municipal parking lot. It'll be a state-of-the art Post Office, Passport Center, any and all services offered by the Post Office, unlike the existing Post Office. The new Post Office will have ample exclusive parking, it will be ADA accessible and it will provide the up-to-date, state-of-the art services that we in Fort Lee are deserving of, especially now, in the midst of our what I like to call, renaissance. More importantly, or as importantly, the property that the Post Office now sits on, that building will be removed and converted into a one acre plus passive park, which is another park that we're hopeful to add to our inventory. So that is still in the works and we'll be working on that and we'll be keeping you updated. As the summer is now upon us, I'm going to ask everyone to please drive safely. We did have a very unfortunate accident in Fort Lee a couple of Sundays ago. I mean there were extenuating circumstances associated with that, but our condolences to the family. And it's just an absolute, absolute tragedy when something like that occurs: not only to, of course the victim and the victim's family, and also to the person that's involved. So we ask everybody to please be vigilant. Our pedestrian decoy program continues in full force. You know the Police don't report to me and tell me that they're having it. I find out because you all call me when you get the tickets. Right? So I always know when there's a Police decoy going on in Fort Lee. And I'm stern about it. Try to help anybody and everybody, but this is a very important program.  And, unfortunately, as impersonal as this sounds, as condescending as this sounds, sometimes the fines are really what sends the message most strongly. So, we here in Fort Lee have made pedestrian safety and the safety of our residents paramount importance and we ask everyone to please stop for pedestrians that are in the crosswalk; when in doubt stop; be vigilant when you're crossing the crosswalk; we don't need people on cell phones and doing a hundred other different things. And hopefully, we can work together and all achieve and enjoy a safe community. Thank you."

1.   No person(s) under the age of 21 (including employees) are permitted on premises when alcohol is being distributed.  “Teen” nights or “Special Events” allowing persons under age 21 access to the establishment shall not be permitted.

2.   Security personnel must be clearly identifiable and display their full name and photographic identification on their outer most garments. The word “SECURITY” in large 8” print must be prominently displayed on the back of the outermost garment of each security guard. Furthermore, each security guard must also have the word “SECURITY” in large 3” print prominently displayed on the front of the outermost garment of each security guard.

3.   A minimum of (7) seven dedicated security personnel shall be employed and on duty during hours of operation and an additional (3) three per 100 patrons after the 1st 100. Security is to remain on duty until all patrons have safely left the premises. Personnel shall include both male and female security. Security shall keep and record an accurate and continuous real time count of all persons present in the facility and shall accurately and immediately report that number upon any 

inquiry of a Fort Lee Police Officer. Licensee must designate with prior written notice to the Fort Lee Police Department, each day of operation, one person responsible, on site, for occupancy load compliance and all safety and security issues. 

4.   Licensee must immediately contact and report to the Fort Lee Police Department, any and all action taken by security which involves the use of physical force to restrain and/or remove any patron, visitor, or employee.

5.   Licensee shall not conduct promotional events on the premises including but not limited to: discount offerings based on dress, social status, race, gender, ethnicity, etc. There shall be no promotional or sponsored events in coordination with media outlets, private disc jockeys, sports or entertainment related events, without (7) seven days prior approval from the Fort Lee Police Department. For the purposes of these License conditions, all media spokespersons, including radio disc jockeys, acting for themselves or the Licensee AND directly or indirectly effectively promoting the Licensee or the Licensed Premises, shall be deemed to be agents and representatives of the Licensee and they shall be bound by the terms and conditions of this License, for its purposes.  Licensee and its agents and  representatives , shall obtain the prior written approval of all promotions for or on behalf of the  Licensed Premises and/or themselves in connection with the Licensed Premises, at least 7 days prior to the aforesaid scheduled promotion.

6.   The licensee’s parking lot and adjacent sidewalks shall be secured and patrolled by licensee’s security personnel to assist in the orderly entry and exiting of patrons.

7.   Licensee shall provide such security and safety control as requested by the Fort Lee Police Department (FLPD). In the event the licensee fails to provide such control; the Borough shall have the right to prohibit operation.

8.   Patrons and employees shall be immediately barred from the premises if they are wearing gang related clothing or gesturing in a fashion commonly associated with gang related activity.

9.   Management shall assign security personnel to all restrooms to monitor for any unsafe conditions.  The Licensee  must report any criminal activity immediately.

10. Licensee shall provide exterior cleaning every Saturday and Sunday morning prior to 9:00 AM.

11. Licensee shall provide monthly updates, in writing, to the Fort Lee Police Department, of employee turnover including photographs and contact information of all current and new employees.

12. Licensee shall, prior to all operations commencing and at all times thereafter, improve and maintain the video camera system to include (fully operable) digital quality surveillance of the interior and the exterior area of the front, rear and sides of the building, including the patio/deck, to the satisfaction of the Fort Lee Police Department.  Real Time and Password computer access to all audio/visual systems shall be provided to the Fort Lee Police Department and 90 day retention of video images, shall be provided, prior to commencing operations.

13. Licensee shall provide such additional security controls as may be, from time to time, requested by the Fort Lee Police Department.  Licensee is required to make available to the Fort Lee Police Department, upon request, a list and contact information of and for personnel employed by Licensee for the premises.

14. Licensed premise deemed to include adjacent and accessory Premises including, but not limited to the parking lot(s), street, sidewalk and alike.

15. No admittance into the establishment after 1:45 AM. Last call at 2:40 AM. All patrons off premises by 3:00 AM.

16. Occupancy (inclusive of the patio/deck) shall be limited to 550 persons at any given time. With the exception of up to eight (8) articulated events agreed upon annually under separate amendment, on which occasions, occupancy of 650 persons will be permitted. 

17.    •    Use and occupancy of the patio/deck facilities shall be strictly limited to not more than 70 seated patrons and food and beverage service.

	•     Entertainment (e.g., audio, visual, strobe lights, speakers, live music, D.J. and dancing) is not permitted on the patio/deck.

	•     Serving/service bars and cooking facilities are not permitted on the patio/deck.

We have a great complement on our DPW this year, so we're hopeful that Fort Lee will be as clean as it's ever been during the course of the next few months. We've been bragging, over the course of the last several months, that we have new parks that are about to come online here in Fort Lee; and, I will tell you that I think that the park, which is now open to the public, which is on the corner of Main and Lemoine, is as beautiful a park as we have in this town. We are, I am, we should all be very, very proud of it. Just to bring you back, it was only five years ago that on that one acre, or just shy of one acre parcel of property, was a windowless bank, which provided no aesthetic value to the town. It was a decision that was made when we were negotiating the Redevelopment 5 development to make sure that that property was acquired by the redeveloper and in fact to compel him to construct the park. In fact that's what was accomplished and it's great when you lay out a plan and it actually comes to fruition. We're also very, very happy to introduce to that park, and we're going to extend it in the future to other parks, free Wi-Fi in our local parks in Fort Lee. It's a great concept, we're excited about it, so now you grab your cup of coffee, you have your laptop, you login, just look for, I guess, the available network. What's it under? Fort Lee? Makes sense. Right. Fort Lee. Look it up. Check it out. It's pretty cool. You know we got the appropriate restrictions on it. These ideas are great. They're easy to come up with. With folks like Al Restaino around, they're very easy to implement. The tough part is anticipating how people would abuse that privilege. So we're comfortable in Fort Lee that the appropriate safeguards are in place. So everyone go and enjoy Wi-Fi and we're very hopeful that that works out because we plan on expanding it to other parks here in the Borough of Fort Lee. There's another new park that Redevelopment 5 will bring us and that's going to be the 2 plus acres that separate the two high-rises on Redevelopment 5 East. However that part comes once the second building is constructed. That we're also very excited about.

Just an update to the public on the Post Office. You know this is something that I and we have been spending a lot, a lot of time and expending a lot of effort on. We've obtained conceptual consent from the United States Post Office for them to agree to move in to the front of our new parking facility that's going to be constructed where our existing municipal parking lot is. This is incredibly exciting because an area that was once dead and not necessarily used is going to become a focal point of the Borough of Fort Lee for people to congregate, to meet, to shop, to kill time, to meet friends. We're waiting for what's called an LOI, which is a Letter of Intent, from the Post Office, and as soon as we have that, we'll be able to start putting pen to paper, and hopefully finalize an agreement. The idea is to have the Post Office move into the parking facility, about 75 yards behind it, build a state-of-the-art Postal Facility, which by the way to our senior residents, is handicap-accessible, because our Post Office now is not handicap-accessible (amazing I can say that in today's day and age, but it's not), full service, passport center, so forth and so on. In exchange for building them that facility, we would in turn receive the benefit of that property, and we would make it then a 1 plus acre park, another park, a passive park, where people can meet, take a break, grab lunch at one of the restaurants, relax, so forth and so on.  

The grand opening for Hudson Lights is right around the corner. It's only taken 46 years, but we're there, we're about, I'd say, within a 30 day window: IPic movie theatres, a whole group of restaurants and stores and shops. They're all surrounding that park. There's going to be a soft grand opening somewhere in the vicinity of mid August and they'll be more notices on that. I'm hopeful that the entire town comes out for that because it's very, very exciting.

I know, I think Peter you're might be talking about this a little bit more, August 2 is going to be a very exciting night in Fort Lee. We're going to have our First Night Out. We're grateful to the Fort Lee PBA for that. 

More short term, we experienced a pretty severe storm earlier this afternoon in Fort Lee. It got pretty bad and it brought my mind back to Sandy, and those eight days of insanity, of no communication, of driving around, of everyone working together to make sure the seniors were attended to and folks were safe. Don't forget Fort Lee is the only town, I think, in the Universe that has its own, own, separate independent emergency radio station, AM 1630. It is devoted to the exclusive use of Fort Lee residents. If we ever find ourselves in a power outage, you'll need a battery operated radio and you'll hear about announcements of Fort Lee: cooling stations, where the trees are down, what to avoid, what not to avoid, what to do, what not to do, and we're excited about that.

Saint Rocco Feast is coming up. I told you about the parking deck, there's a list of about 40 other things here but Fort Lee's on the move. We're starting to get to the end, we're getting very excited about it and Fort Lee, thank you for your patience and your patience will soon be rewarded."

Councilman Cervieri introduced, and Councilman Pohan seconded, the following resolution:  

A RESOLUTION OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE BOROUGH OF FORT LEE AUTHORIZING AN AMENDMENT OF THE PROFESSIONAL LEGAL SERVICES CONTRACT WITH TIM DONOHUE, ESQ., OF ARLEO, DONOHUE & BIANCAMANO, LLC AS SPECIAL LEGAL COUNSEL WITH REGARD TO THE PORT AUTHORITY OF NY-NJ TOLL LANE DIVERSIONS

	WHEREAS,	on prior occasion, pursuant to resolution duly adopted at a public meeting, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Fort Lee (“Borough”) awarded a contract to Tim Donohue, Esq., of Arleo, Donohue & Biancamano, LLC (“Donohue”) to perform professional legal services on behalf of the Mayor in his official capacity in an investigation presently being conducted by the United States Attorney for the District of New Jersey and a joint committee of New Jersey Assembly and New Jersey Senate in connection with the events of September 9-13, 2013, with regard to the Port Authority of NY and NJ’s toll lane diversions from the George Washington Bridge access points located in the Borough; and

	WHEREAS,	on prior occasions, pursuant to resolutions duly adopted at public meetings of the Borough, amendments to the contract with Donohue were authorized by the Borough due to the inclusion of Donohue’s representation of other Borough officials and employees in their official capacities, and the number of related investigations of the toll lane diversions requiring additional services to be performed by Donohue; and

	WHEREAS,	such legal services to the Borough as Special Legal Counsel are recognized as “professional services” as same shall be rendered by persons authorized by law to practice a recognized profession, whose practice is regulated by law, and the performance of which services requires knowledge of an advance type in a field of learning acquired by a prolonged formal course of specialized instruction and study, pursuant to and in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:11-2(6) and N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1); and	

WHEREAS,	the contract, including previously authorized amendments, is for an amount not to exceed $150,000 for document review and examination of the underlying issues in the investigations of the United States Attorney for the District of New Jersey, a joint committee of the New Jersey Assembly and New Jersey Senate, and internal investigations by the Governor’s Office and the Port Authority of NY and NJ, and also representation of Fort Lee officials before the grand jury and at trial; and

	WHEREAS,	Donohue requested in a proposal, dated August 6, 2016, that the Borough consider an additional increase in the contract amount as a result of having to represent members of the governing body and additional employees of the Borough who may be called as witnesses in the federal trial with regard to the Port Authority of NY and NJ’s toll lane diversions from the George Washington Bridge access points located in the Borough and the substantial amount of additional documents requiring review and investigation in order to remain up-to-date with the simultaneous investigations and prepare Borough officials and employees to testify at trial; and

	WHEREAS,	the requests by the United States Attorney for the District of New Jersey to interview members of the governing body and additional employees of the Borough who have information relevant to these investigations and may wish to consult with counsel, and the need to prepare these witnesses to testify at trial, have exceeded the work reasonable anticipated by Special Counsel in preparing the initial estimate, as amended, for professional services; and

WHEREAS,	Donohue has requested that the Borough authorize an additional $25,000 above the current authorization, on the same terms and billing rates previously approved; and

	WHEREAS,	the Borough, based upon the advice of the Borough Attorney, wishes to authorize an amendment to the contract for special counsel services by Donohue to increase the spending cap by the amount of $25,000 for a total not-to-exceed contract amount of $175,000, on the same terms and billing rates previously approved in connection with the various investigations of events of September 9-13, 2013, with regard to the Port Authority of NY and NJ’s toll lane diversions from the George Washington Bridge access points located in the Borough; and

	WHEREAS,	the Borough, on the recommendation of the Borough Attorney, is desirous of amending the contract for professional legal services with Donohue in accordance with the procedures mandated under the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq.; and 

WHEREAS,	the Borough is empowered by law to appoint and employ professionals, technical advisors and experts as the Borough may determine to be necessary for its efficient operation; and

RESOLUTION DETERMINING THE FORM AND OTHER DETAILS OF NOT TO EXCEED $13,000,000GENERAL IMPROVEMENT REFUNDING BONDS OF THE BOROUGH OF FORT LEE, IN THE COUNTY OF BERGEN, NEW JERSEY,OR SUCH OTHER AMOUNT AS DETERMINED BY THE CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICER TO ACCOMPLISH THE REFUNDING ON THE TERMS REQUIRED BY THE LOCAL FINANCE BOARD PURSUANT TO N.J.A.C. 5:30-2.5 AND CONSISTENT WITH THE REFUNDING PROVISIONS OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1986 AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE SALE AND DELIVERY OF SUCH BONDS TO THE BERGEN COUNTY IMPROVEMENT AUTHORITY

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF FORT LEE, IN THE COUNTY OF BERGEN, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring), AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1.	An amount not to exceed $13,000,000 of General Improvement Refunding Bonds(the "Bonds")of the Borough of Fort Lee, in the County of Bergen, New Jersey (the "Borough"),in the final par amount to be determined as provided herein and as more fully described in the refunding bond ordinance finally adopted by the Borough pursuant to the Local Bond Law on August 18, 2016, and entitled, "Refunding Bond Ordinance of the Borough of Fort Lee, in the County of Bergen, New Jersey, Providing for the Advance Refunding of All or a Portion of Certain General Improvement Bonds of the Borough, Appropriating $13,000,000 Therefor and Authorizing the Issuance of Not to Exceed $13,000,000General Improvement Refunding Bonds of the Borough for Financing the Cost Thereof", shall be issued as "General Improvement Refunding Bonds". 

Section 2.	The Bonds are hereby authorized to be sold to the Bergen County Improvement Authority(the "Authority") at a purchase price determined by the parameters set forth below and otherwise consistent with the parameters set by the Local Finance Board in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey (the "Local Finance Board") pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:30-2.5 (the "LFB Refunding Parameters"):
(a) the aggregate principal amount of the Bonds shall not exceed $13,000,000;
(b) the net present value savings is at least three percent;
(c) the debt service on the Bonds shall be structured such that no annual debt service payment is more than the annual debt service payment on the Refunded Bonds (as defined herein) in the same year;
(d) the final year of maturity of the Bonds does not exceed the final year of maturity of the Refunded Bonds;
(e) the debt service savings are substantially level in each year across the life of the refunding; and
(f) the true interest cost of the Bonds does not exceed an interest rate that would enable the Borough to complete the refunding within the LFB Refunding Parameters.

Section 3.	The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized and directed, without further authorization, to enter into and execute a bond purchase contract (the "Purchase Contract") on behalf of the Borough with the Authority, in form satisfactory to Bond Counsel to the Borough and upon terms consistent with the above parameters.  Upon execution of the Purchase Contract, the signature of the Mayor and/or the Chief Financial Officer shall be conclusively presumed to evidence any necessary approvals for the sale of the Bonds.  If the Chief Financial Officer, after consultation with the Authority, determines that the above parameters cannot be satisfied in the present market, the Bonds shall not be sold until such time as said parameters may be amended, in whole or in part, or a sale on different terms is otherwise approved by resolution of this Borough Council.

Section 4.	(a) The Bonds shall be issued in the par amount consistent with the parameters set forth in Section 2 hereof and determined by the Chief Financial Officer to be necessary to pay the costs of issuance and to provide an escrow fund that, when invested, will be sufficient to provide for the timely payment of the principal of and redemption premium, if any, and interest on all or a portion of the $11,248,000 outstanding principal amount of the Borough's General Improvement Bonds, dated May 10, 2010, originally issued in the aggregate principal amount of $22,062,000 to the Authority in connection with the issuance by the Authority of its Governmental Loan Revenue Bonds, Series 2010 (Bergen County Guaranteed) and maturing on February 15 in each of the years 2021 through 2025, inclusive (the "Refunded Bonds").
(b)	The Bonds shall be dated and shall bear interest at the rates per annum as the Chief Financial Officer shall determine.
(c)	The Bonds shall be numbered and have such prefix or prefixes as determined necessary by the Chief Financial Officer and be sold and issued with such serial maturities or with such term bond maturities payable from mandatory sinking fund payments made by the Borough as determined in the Purchase Contract.	
(d)	The Bonds shall mature in each of the years 2017 to 2025, inclusive, or such other years deemed consistent with the LFB Refunding Parameters and in the principal amounts as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer and shall bear interest on the dates as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer.
(e)	The Bonds will be subject to redemption in accordance with the terms of the Purchase Contract.
(f)	One certificate shall be issued for the aggregate principal amount of the Bonds maturing in each year, unless otherwise required by the Purchase Contract and shall be numbered GI-1 and upward.  Both principal of and interest due on the Bonds will be payable in lawful money of the United States of America.  Each certificate will be registered in the name of the Authority or any nominee of the Authority.
(g)	The principal of and interest due on the Bonds will be paid to the Authority by the Borough on the respective maturity dates and due dates.  The Bonds shall be executed by the manual or facsimile signatures of the Mayor and the Chief Financial Officer under the official seal of the Borough (or facsimile thereof) affixed, printed, engraved or reproduced thereon and attested by the manual signature of the Clerk.
Section 5.	The Bonds shall be substantially in the following form with such additions, deletions and omissions as may be necessary for the Borough to conform the Bonds to the requirements set forth in the Purchase Contract:

Section 6.	The law firm of McManimon, Scotland& Baumann, LLC is authorized to arrange for the printing of the Bonds.  The proper officials of the Borough are hereby authorized and directed to execute the Bonds and to deliver them to the Authority upon receipt of payment therefor.

Section 7.	The Bonds shall have printed thereon a copy of the written opinion with respect to the Bonds that is to be rendered by the law firm of McManimon, Scotland & Baumann, LLC, complete except for omission of its date.  The Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to certify the truth and correctness of the copy of such opinion by executing on each of the Bonds by facsimile signature a certificate in form satisfactory to that law firm and to file a signed duplicate of such written opinion in the Clerk's office.  Alternatively, each Bond may be accompanied by an executed legal opinion or copy thereof.

Section 8.	The Bonds are being issued to refund the Refunded Bonds.  The Chief Financial Officer shall take all steps necessary to call the Refunded Bonds on the first available call date at the applicable redemption price, deposit the proceeds of the Bonds with a bank for the purpose of defeasing the Refunded Bonds, invest the proceeds of the Bonds for this purpose and assist with the redemption of the Refunded Bonds. Such officer is hereby authorized to enter into additional written contracts or undertakings to implement the Rule and is further authorized to amend such contracts or undertakings or the undertakings set forth in this resolution; provided, such amendment is, in the opinion of nationally recognized bond counsel, in compliance with the Rule.
(f)	In the event that the Borough fails to comply with the Rule requirements or the written contracts or undertakings specified in this resolution, the Borough shall not be liable for monetary damages.  The sole remedy is hereby specifically limited to specific performance of the Rule requirements or the written contracts or undertakings therefor.
(g)	The undertaking may be amended by the Borough from time to time, without the consent of the holders or beneficial owners of the Bonds, in order to make modifications required in connection with a change in legal requirements or change in law, which in the opinion of nationally recognized bond counsel complies with the Rule.

Section 12.	There can be no assurance that there will be a secondary market for the sale or purchase of the Bonds.  Such factors as prevailing market conditions, financial condition or market position of firms who may make the secondary market and the financial condition of the Borough may affect the future liquidity of the Bonds.

Section 13.	The Mayor, the Chief Financial Officer, the Clerk and other appropriate representatives of the Borough are hereby authorized to take all steps necessary to provide for the issuance of the Bonds and the refunding of the Refunded Bonds, including preparing and executing such agreements and documents on behalf of the Borough, satisfying in full the requirements of notice of redemption of the Refunded Bonds and taking all steps necessary or desirable to implement this resolution and such agreements and documents as may be necessary and appropriate for the transactions contemplated hereby and thereby.

Section 14.	The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized and directed to submit to the Local Finance Board, within ten days of the issuance of the Bonds, the items set forth in section (b) of N.J.A.C. 5:30-2.5.

Section 15.	The Mayor and/or the Chief Financial Officer are each hereby authorized and directed to pay all costs of issuance in connection with the sale of the Bonds pursuant to a certificate of the Mayor and/or the Chief Financial Officer to be executed upon delivery of the Bonds.

Section 16.	This resolution shall take effect immediately.

MAYOR’S STATEMENT

          Let the minutes reflect that adequate notice of this meeting has been provided in the following manner:

1.  On January 7, 2016, this body by resolution adopted a schedule of regular meetings.  The time, date and location of this meeting was accurately set forth therein.

2.  On January 8, 2016 a copy of said schedule was mailed to THE RECORD and The JERSEY JOURNAL and posted on the bulletin board Borough Hall, 309 Main Street, Fort Lee, NJ and filed with the Borough Clerk.  Said notice was also posted to the Borough website on January12, 2016 and was also e-mailed to THE RECORD AND JERSEY JOURNAL on January 14, 2016.

 
MAYOR’S REPORT AND ANNOUCEMENTS

“Just a few brief words. Welcome, everyone to our Regular Meeting of October 13. I have a notice that I need to read. This is an Official Notice of the Borough of Fort Lee. The Office of the Fort Lee Municipal Clerk will be open until nine o'clock p.m., Tuesday, October 18 to distribute and receive Voter Registration Applications. Again, the Municipal Clerk's Office here in Fort Lee will be open until nine o'clock p.m. on Tuesday, October 18 to distribute and receive Voter Registration Applications. Thank you, Evelyn.

Just a few brief announcements. With regard to Hudson Lights, things are getting exciting here in Fort Lee. We're, as you know, Redevelopment 5 is well underway. The second Modern, Modern II, is now on about, I believe, it's 15 story; they are moving along very quickly. They build, essentially three stories every two weeks, which is a very, very fast pace. And just to refresh the public's recollection on that, once that second building is up and the skin is on, they will begin to start to construct a two acre park that'll be located between the two buildings. That park will be deeded and dedicated to the Borough of Fort Lee for our exclusive use. In that park, there'll be walking paths, there'll be, it will be voluminous plantings; there's also going to be a free standing restaurant situated towards the back, towards Central, which we're also very, very excited about. At the corner of where Modern II is now under construction, you'll notice a rectangular shape, right on the corner of Main and Park, Park, which was once Martha Washington, that will ultimately be the home of Fort Lee's first public theatre. We're very, very excited about that, as well. But, as you know, everything in life is timing, the building needs to get done first, and promptly after that we'll get started with the theatre. As far as openings, I'm, it's always been a priority to myself and the governing body that we not lose the momentum that we knew we would achieve once the theatres and the City Perch Restaurant opened. I spoke with the developer today and we anticipate six to eight new businesses opening by year's end. As a matter of fact, three to four opening by end of this month, and a total of six to eight opening by the end of the year. And then the balance of those retail uses will fill up hopefully in early 17. So we're excited about that, as well.

There's a lot of Halloween festivities. I don't usually make these announcements, but just in case, I just wanted to bring to everyone's attention. We're going to have our "Paws in the Park", that's p-a-w-s, "Paws in the Park", at our dog park down by the Recreation Center. That's Saturday, October 29, starting at 10 o'clock a.m. It's really, it's an incredible event. If you went last year, whether you have a dog or you don't have a dog, it is a fun time for the entire community. It was an incredible success last year. There are refreshments, there's a lot of stuff going on. It's for dog lovers and folks that don't have dogs. It's just an excuse for the community to get together, we're always very excited about. I know I will be there from beginning to end.  

And on the very next day, on Sunday the 30th of October, at 2 - 4 p.m. on Main Street the Fort Lee BDA will be sponsoring its "Fall-o-ween" spectacular; there'll be free candy and refreshments and balloon sculpting and face painting and photos with witches and scarecrows and so forth and so on. So there's a lot of Halloween celebration going on here in the Borough of Fort Lee.

I also wanted to make a general announcement. I've gotten a lot of, a lot of complaints and expressions of concern with regard to the absence of a crosswalk directly in front of the new CVS, which is essentially at the intersection of Main Street and what was Martha Washington, which is now Park Avenue. That crosswalk will hopefully be going in, literally, in the very, very near future. It's been approved, we're aware of it, we're just in the process of mobilizing to get it done. So we will be having a crosswalk very, very shortly. 

Having said all of that, I'm very excited to announce that we are about to launch our inaugural episode of Fort Lee On Demand. This was an idea that was brought to Government several months ago by Linda and with the assistance of Donna, as well, and we're just very, very excited about it. We in Government believe it to be incumbent on the elected officials to make sure that the town is aware of what's going on. From my perspective, there is nothing more frustrating to hear that than when a resident says hey I didn't know about that or that I didn't know about this. And we try to get to everybody either through our website or through our nixle citizen notification system or through our radio station or through notices or what have you. This is going to be a station, which is actually going to be on YouTube, we already have the channel. It's going to be done, in the beginning, on a monthly basis. We're about to launch our first episode. What's great about this is once you go on YouTube, you'll be able to go back to original episodes. There'll be a topic, so you'll remember what the topic was; you can go back to old episodes, newer episodes, and we're excited about it. The idea is to, with each episode to pick two or three topics, sometimes even four, to just to bring to Fort Lee's attention some current issues that are going on. Whether it's an opening, whether it's a new initiative, whether it's a new program here in town, whether it's an issue that's confronting all residents here in Fort Lee. So the first one is about to kick off, it might even be, girls, is it on YouTube yet or have you been waiting for this moment?” Donna stated that it will be on Monday. “It will be on Monday. But we are pleased to tell you that we plan on playing the first episode tonight, so whoever is handling the equipment, we need somebody to press play. Al, are you ready? So you folks that came here to a Mayor and Council meeting didn't think you were gonna be treated to a video, but surprise and congratulations.”

The video of Fort Lee On Demand was shown.


“Great. Good job. Girls, that was great and we look forward to many more. So now, I guess, let's get it out there. And Linda and Donna are here, so thank you very, very much for everything, and I appreciate you guys setting this up on short notice. Carmine, we were trying to get you in, but we just couldn't find a spot for you in there. Next episode. Next episode. But again, great job. And it's not going to be difficult to find. YouTube, quick search, or we're going to create a link on our website, which will hopefully be done sometime next week. But the more people that see it; it's going to be rolling on the screens here at Borough Hall, at the Community Center and wherever else we can get it out there. And the idea is to get everybody in Fort Lee involved in what we do in our community and bring them up to speed on new and exciting things that are happening, or alternatively, just bring everybody up to speed on an issue that confronts all of us. And it will be on Facebook as well, that's right, that's right. And, we're also looking into the Closed Captioning end of it as well. And that would be important, so we'll be doing that; like our meetings are Closed Captioned. So having said that I believe we have a Proclamation.”

WHEREAS, the Fort Lee Housing Authority (the “Authority” or the “Housing Authority”) is a public body corporate and politic, constituting an instrumentality of the State of New Jersey (the “State”), created by the Borough of Fort Lee (the “Borough”) pursuant to the provisions of the Housing Authorities Law, Chapter 67 of the Pamphlet Laws of 1950, codified at N.J.S.A. 55:14A-1 etseq., repealed and replaced by the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, under Chapter 79 of the Pamphlet Laws of 1992, as amended and supplemented, and codified at N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1etseq. (the “Act”); and

WHEREAS, the Authority owns and operates a residential rental public housing project for which it has received approval fromthe United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”) to convertto a multifamily housing under (the “Project”) to the Rental Assistance Demonstration Program, P.L. 112-55 (2012) (“RAD”), administered by HUD; and

WHEREAS, the Act authorizes the Authority to issue bonds, notes or other obligations to fulfill its purposes (N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-16(5) and -29); and

WHEREAS, in furtherance of the purposes of the Act, the Authority proposes to issue a note in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed$285,000.00(the “Bonds”)upon substantially the terms and conditions contained in a Commitment Letter from Bogota Savings Bank attached hereto as Exhibit A (as such terms may be further negotiated and revised by the Authority), and to apply the proceeds of the Bonds to finance capital improvements to and rehabilitation reserves for theProject that will be subject to the RAD program and to pay costs in connection therewith; and

WHEREAS, the Bonds, when issued, will be special and limited obligations of the Authority, and neither the Borough, nor any political subdivision thereof (other than the Authority, but solely to the extent of the trust estate as defined in the Bond Resolution ( as defined below)), will be obligated to pay the principal or redemption price of, or interest on, the Bonds, and neither the faith and credit nor the taxing power of the Borough or any political subdivision thereof will be pledged to the payment of the principal or redemption price of, or interest on, the Bonds; and

WHEREAS, the Bonds will be issued pursuant to the terms of the Act, other applicable law and agreements and a resolution to be adopted by the Authority prior to the issuance of the Bonds authorizing the issuance of the Bonds (collectively, together with any amendments or supplements, the “Bond Resolution”); and

	WHEREAS, N.J.S.A 40A:12A-29(d) requires that the governing body which has created a housing authority determine that the rate of interest on any financing undertaken by a housing authority be in the best interests of the municipality.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THEGOVERNING BODY OF THE BOROUGH OF FORT LEE as follows:

Section 1.	The Borough acknowledges that the Housing Authority proposes to issue one note in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $285,000.00to (i) finance capital improvements to and rehabilitation reserves for the Project that is subject to the RAD program, and (ii)pay costs in connection therewith. The terms and conditions for the issuance of the Bonds shall be as provided in the Commitment with Bogota Savings Bank(the “Commitment”).  The Bonds shall be dated, shall bear interest at such rate of interest, and shall be payable as to principal, interest and premium, if any, all as specified in the Commitment from Bogota Savings Bank(the “Bank”) to the Authority.  The tax-exempt fixed rate for the Bonds shall be for a term of 20 years, shall be three and seventy-five hundredths per centum (3.75%) per annum for the first fifteen (15) years with a fifteen year rate reset at Wall Street Journal Prime plus 0.25% with a floor of 3.75% and a cap of 6%.  Interest shall be calculated on the basis of the actual number of days elapsed over a 360 day year.  The maximum amount of the loan from the Bank shall not exceed 70% of the appraised value of the Property (as such term is defined in the Commitment) or $285,000, whichever is less.

The Authority may, from time to time, prepay, in whole or in part, the outstanding principal amount due on the Bonds with the following premium:

Year 1 = 5% of the principal amount prepaid;
Year 2 = 4% of the principal amount prepaid;
Year 3 = 3% of the principal amount prepaid;
Year 4 = 2% of the principal amount prepaid;
Year 5 = 1% of the principal amount prepaid; and
Year 6 to 30 = no prepayment penalty.

Neither the faith and credit nor the taxing power of the Borough nor any political subdivision thereof will be pledged to the payment of the principal or redemption price of, or interest on, the Bonds.  Nothing in the Bonds or the Bond Resolution will assign or pledge therefor any other funds or assets of the Authority, the County of Bergen or the Borough.  

Section 2. 	Subject to satisfaction of the conditions set forth below, the Borough hereby finds and determines, in accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-29(d), that the rate of interest, as described above, is in the best interests of the Borough.  The Authority shall establish, to the satisfaction of the Borough at or before the issuance of the Bonds, that the Authority has either performed, or covenanted to perform, each of the following conditions:

 A.	The proceeds of the Bonds shall be applied to:  (i) finance capital improvements to and rehabilitation reserves for the Authority’s Project that is subject to the RAD program; and (ii) pay costs in connection therewith.  The proceeds of the Bonds shall not be used for any other purpose other than as described above.

B.	The Authority shall provide a copy of the closing transcript with respect to the Bonds to the Borough.

C.	The Mayor, Borough Clerk and Borough’s Chief Financial Officer are each hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver such certificates, agreements and documents, and to take such other actions as may be necessary or appropriate in order to consummate the transactions contemplated hereby.

D.	Certified copies of this Resolution shall be filed with the Clerk of the Borough of Fort Lee and the Housing Authority.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon the adoption hereof.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF FORT LEE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A THIRD AMENDMENT TO THE REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN THE BOROUGH OF FORT LEE AND TDC FORT LEE, LLC AND TUCKER DEVELOPMENT AND ACQUISITION FUND, LLP, AND WITH HORIZON FORT LEE LLC, THE PURCHASER, REDEVELOPER AND ASSIGNEE OF THE PHASE TWO PROPERTY FOR THE REDEVELOPMENT OF THE WEST PARCEL, LOCATED IN REDEVELOPMENT AREA 5, IN THE BOROUGH OF FORT LEE, NEW JERSEY 

WHEREAS, the Borough of Fort Lee (hereafter the “Borough”), in accordance with the requirements of the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1, et seq. (hereafter the “LRHL”), did designate a certain assemblage of lots within the Borough of Fort Lee, constituting approximately 16 acres, as an area in need of redevelopment, and as such was named Redevelopment Area 5; and 

	WHEREAS, pursuant to an Ordinance No. 2004-29 adopted by the Borough on August 4, 2004, the Borough adopted a Redevelopment Plan for Redevelopment Area 5 and did further amend the zoning map of the Borough of Fort Lee to so indicate that area, which Redevelopment Plan was last amended on February 2, 2012; and 
	
WHEREAS, on March 15, 2012, the Borough entered into a redevelopment agreement (the “Redevelopment Agreement”) with Tucker Development and Acquisition Fund, L.P. (“Tucker”) and TDC Fort Lee, LLC (“TDC” and together with Tucker, the “Original Redeveloper”) as redeveloper of the West Parcel of Redevelopment Area 5 (the “West Parcel”) located in the Borough of Fort Lee, County of Bergen, State of New Jersey for a mixed use project with 477 residential units, 200,000 square feet of commercial space (retail/restaurant/entertainment), a public park and two new streets(the “Project”), which Redevelopment Agreement has been amended by First Amendment to Redevelopment Agreement dated as of December 2, 2013 and further amended by Second Amendment to Redevelopment Agreement dated as of October 9, 2015; and

WHEREAS, on June 11, 2012, the Original Redeveloper  obtained preliminary and final site plan and subdivision approval from the Borough Planning Board for the Project, which includes the subdivision of the West Parcel into three (3) new lots, including Block 4851.02, Lot 1, referred to as the Phase Two Property; and 

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Agreement contemplated the Project to be developed in Phases:

· “Phase One” encompasses the construction on Block 4851.01 (“Lot 1”) and Lot 1, Block 4851.03 (“Lot 3”).  The construction on Lot 1 shall consist of a one to two-story building for retail/restaurant uses of approximately 40,000 square feet (the “Southwest Block”).  The construction on Lot 3 shall consist of a 12-story building with approximately 74,000 square feet of retail/restaurant uses on the first floor, three stories of parking garage with 743 spaces, and eight stories of residential comprising 276 units. In addition, Phase One will include the construction of Central Avenue and Hudson Street, two new streets, along with all related Project Infrastructure and the construction of a public park on Block 4851.01, Lot 2, known as the Public Park Parcel, all as set forth in the Redevelopment Agreement.

· “Phase Two” will encompass the construction on Lot 1, Block 4851.02 (“Lot 2”), consisting of an 18-story building with approximately 53,000 square feet of retail/restaurant uses, a 175 room hotel, 201 residential units and parking for approximately 472 spaces, along with all related Project Infrastructure as set forth in the Redevelopment Agreement. 
and 
WHEREAS, on September 3, 2013, Original Redeveloper and TDC Fort Lee Phase II, LLC, with limited joinder by the Borough, entered into an Assignment and Assumption of Redevelopment Agreement and Covenants (the “2013 Assignment”), which in part provided for TDC Fort Lee Phase II, LLC to become the successor in interest to Original Redeveloper as the designated redeveloper and owner of Phase Two Property (the “Phase Two Redeveloper”); and 

WHEREAS, TDC Fort Lee Phase II, LLC is currently the owner of the Phase Two Property; and 

WHEREAS, on June 7, 2016, TDC Fort Lee Phase II, LLC and Eastone Capital, LLC entered into a Purchase and Sale Agreement for the sale and conveyance of the Phase Two Property (the “P&S Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, Eastone Capital, LLC, has formed a New Jersey limited liability company, Horizon Fort Lee LLC for the purposes of acquiring and redeveloping the Phase Two Property; and

	WHEREAS, the Original Redeveloper shall retain all of the rights, obligations, covenants, duties and liabilities of the Original Redeveloper under the Redevelopment Agreement corresponding to Phase One (collectively, the “Phase One Portfolio”); and

WHEREAS, the Original Redeveloper, the Phase Two Redeveloper and Horizon Fort Lee LLC, amongst others, shall  enter into an Assignment and Assumption of the Redevelopment Agreement and Covenants for the Phase Two Property(the “Assignment and Assumption Agreement for Phase Two Property”), in order to effectuate the transfer to, and the assumption by, Horizon Fort Lee LLC of all of the respective rights, obligations, covenants, duties and liabilities of the Original Redeveloper and Phase Two Redeveloper under the Redevelopment Agreement corresponding to Phase Two (collectively, the “Phase Two Portfolio”); and 

	WHEREAS, by correspondence dated August 3, 2016, counsel for the Original Redeveloper provided notice to the Borough as required in accordance with Article XIV of the Redevelopment Agreement of the Original Redeveloper’s written request for approval by the Borough of Horizon Fort Lee LLC as “Transferee” of the Phase Two Property; and

WHEREAS, as of the date of this Resolution, Borough has approved and authorized the execution of an Assignment and Assumption Agreement and other related documents, for the sale, conveyance and redevelopment of the Phase Two Property by the Phase Two Redeveloper to Horizon Fort Lee LLC; and 
	
WHEREAS, the Borough, the Original Redeveloper and Horizon Fort Lee LLC have agreed to the terms and conditions of a Third Amendment to the Redevelopment Agreement which addresses the affordable housing obligations under Section 2.09 of the Redevelopment Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, as to the Phase One Portfolio, the Original Redeveloper and the Borough acknowledge that a State Mandate, as defined in the Redevelopment Agreement, has been achieved by a decision of the New Jersey Supreme Court making the Borough’s Affordable Housing Ordinance 2014-12 operative and the parties have agreed to the terms and conditions for the satisfaction of the affordable housing obligations generated by the Phase One Project upon payment by the Original Redeveloper pursuant to an implementation agreement signed by the Original Redeveloper and approved by the Borough Council by Resolution R-1, adopted on September 1, 2016, which is incorporated herein by reference; and 

WHEREAS, as to the Phase Two Portfolio, a State Mandate, as defined above, has been achieved by a decision of the New Jersey Supreme Court making the Borough’s Affordable Housing Ordinance 2014-12 operative, and the Borough and Horizon Fort Lee LLC and any successor entities, have agreed to the terms and conditions for the satisfaction of the affordable housing obligations generated by the Phase Two Project for residential and non-residential development, pursuant to the said ordinance and State law. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Borough Council that it hereby approves and authorizes the execution of a Third Amendment to the Redevelopment Agreement between the Borough and TDC Fort Lee, LLC and Tucker Development Acquisition Fund, LLP for the redevelopment of the West Parcel located in Redevelopment Area 5 in the Borough of Fort Lee, County of Bergen, State of New Jersey. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Borough Clerk are hereby authorized to execute any and all documents, including the Third Amendment to the Redevelopment Agreement attached hereto in substantially similar form, subject to final review and approval by the Borough Attorney as to legal form and content.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that approval and authorization to execute the documents contemplated herein is subject to and contingent upon the Phase Two Redeveloper and Horizon Fort Lee LLC closing on the sale and conveyance of the Phase Two Property.   

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution shall take effect immediately.

	WHEREAS,	on prior occasion, pursuant to resolution duly adopted at a public meeting, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Fort Lee (“Borough”) awarded a contract to Tim Donohue, Esq., of Arleo, Donohue & Biancamano, LLC (“Donohue”) to perform professional legal services on behalf of the Mayor in his official capacity in an investigation presently being conducted by the United States Attorney for the District of New Jersey and a joint committee of New Jersey Assembly and New Jersey Senate in connection with the events of September 9-13, 2013, with regard to the Port Authority of NY and NJ’s toll lane diversions from the George Washington Bridge access points located in the Borough; and

	WHEREAS,	on prior occasions, pursuant to resolutions duly adopted at public meetings of the Borough, amendments to the contract with Donohue were authorized by the Borough due to the inclusion of Donohue’s representation of other Borough officials and employees in their official capacities, and the number of related investigations of the toll lane diversions requiring additional services to be performed by Donohue; and

	WHEREAS,	such legal services to the Borough as Special Legal Counsel are recognized as “professional services” as same shall be rendered by persons authorized by law to practice a recognized profession, whose practice is regulated by law, and the performance of which services requires knowledge of an advance type in a field of learning acquired by a prolonged formal course of specialized instruction and study, pursuant to and in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:11-2(6) and N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1); and	

WHEREAS,	the contract, including previously authorized amendments, is for an amount not to exceed $175,000 for document review and examination of the underlying issues in the investigations of the United States Attorney for the District of New Jersey, a joint committee of the New Jersey Assembly and New Jersey Senate, and internal investigations by the Governor’s Office and the Port Authority of NY and NJ, and also representation of Fort Lee officials before the grand jury and at trial; and

	WHEREAS,	Donohue requested in a proposal, dated October 17, 2016, that the Borough consider an additional increase in the contract amount as a result of having to represent members of the governing body and additional employees of the Borough who may be called as witnesses in the federal trial with regard to the Port Authority of NY and NJ’s toll lane diversions from the George Washington Bridge access points located in the Borough and the substantial amount of additional documents requiring review and investigation in order to remain up-to-date with the simultaneous investigations and prepare Borough officials and employees to testify at trial; and

	WHEREAS,	the requests by the United States Attorney for the District of New Jersey to interview members of the governing body and additional employees of the Borough who have information relevant to these investigations and may wish to consult with counsel, and the need to prepare these witnesses to testify at trial, have exceeded the work reasonable anticipated by Special Counsel in preparing the initial estimate, as amended, for professional services; and

WHEREAS,	Donohue has requested that the Borough authorize an additional $25,000 above the current authorization, on the same terms and billing rates previously approved; and

	WHEREAS,	the Borough, based upon the advice of the Borough Attorney, wishes to authorize an amendment to the contract for special counsel services by Donohue to increase the spending cap by the amount of $25,000 for a total not-to-exceed contract amount of $200,000, on the same terms and billing rates previously approved in connection with the various investigations of events of September 9-13, 2013, with regard to the Port Authority of NY and NJ’s toll lane diversions from the George Washington Bridge access points located in the Borough; and

	WHEREAS,	the Borough, on the recommendation of the Borough Attorney, is desirous of amending the contract for professional legal services with Donohue in accordance with the procedures mandated under the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq.; and 

WHEREAS,	the Borough is empowered by law to appoint and employ professionals, technical advisors and experts as the Borough may determine to be necessary for its efficient operation; and
